capacity is maintained.

e Responsible for setup and takedown of birthday party equipment, including the inflatable playground and physical
activity equipment. Some heavy lifting will be required for larger equipment.

down surfaces, as needed.

e Communicate with parents during party; greet all participants/ adults, answer questions and ensure expectations
are upheld.
